The head
should be attractive with alert eyes and ears. The well
muscled, arching nedk set on high with a flexible poll. The
shoulder is clean and well laid back onto prominent withers
that are higher than the back and croup. Croup should be
neither too flat or too sloping and never inverted. Body is
proportionate
powerful presentation. Legs are straight, clean and strong with
well-muscled forearms and gaskins. Feet are large and round
with well-sprung heels. Tail is carried high and straight. It is
highly recommended that no tail alteratidresmade. Tail hair
switches are allowed.
